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Introduction

This bibliography is based largely on in-
formation gathered for the Hunt Institute’s
master bibliographic file (Bibliographia
Huntiana), a project described elsewhere
(McVaugh, 1964; Anonymous, 1979). It
sought to account for all botanical literature
published during the period 1730-1840, an
interval chosen to begin with Linnaeus’s
first publication and to end with the advent
of mechanized printing. This period wit-
nessed the publication of many classics of
systematic botany and further merits bibli-
ographic study because of the peculiarities
associated with printing by hand. To date,
the Institute has assembled data and docu-
mentation on more than 30,000 books or

independently published pamphlets and
more than 50,000 articles in about 3,000
periodicals (probably 80% of the botanical
periodical literature published during the
period).

From this large body of information, data
on books and periodical articles on the his-
tory of botany and botanic gardens were
extracted during my tenure as a Hunt Post-
Graduate Research Fellow. Additional data
have been gathered through personal exam-
ination of as many copies of the books and
articles in question as availability and time
permitted. In many instances, literature on
this subject is incorporated in books of a
more comprehensive nature (e.g., text-
books), and their titles often do not reflect
such inclusions. Examining the contents of
suites of such works was the only way to
discover those suitable for inclusion here,
and doubtless I have missed some. One
kind of book that is known to contain per-
tinent literature is the encyclopedia, of which
more than 700 were published during the
period 1730-1840. Encyclopedia articles,
dictionary entries, and the like have been
excluded for practical reasons, however,
but independently published pamphlets de-
rived from encyclopedias have been in-
cluded when appropriate.

This is a bibliography of literature on the
history of the study of plants, not the history
of the plants themselves or their students.
Thus treatises on plants mentioned in clas-
sical literature, for example, have been ex-
cluded. And although much of the history
of botany may be found in accounts of the
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lives of its practitioners, biographies per se
have also been excluded. (About 3,000 bio-
graphical articles about botanists were
published during the period 1730-1840.)
However, because botanic gardens played a
uniquely important role in the development
of the science, works on the history of these
early research institutions (university or
other public botanic gardens, but not purely
horticultural or private gardens) have been
included.

[ hope this bibliography will be of inter-
est and use to botanists, historians, bibliog-
raphers, and others who wish to study the
history of plant science as it was interpreted
during a period of great botanical accom-
plishment.
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Entry Format and Content
Serial Number

Each entry in the bibliography commences
with a serial number, assigned according to
entry sequence and useful for unequivocal
citation.

Many entries contain periodicals cita-
tions, each of which is followed by a num-
ber prefixed *“HI.” In addition, each entry

concludes with such a number, unprefixed.
These are “Hunt Institute numbers”™ —
unique identifiers for discrete bibliographic
entities, devised for internal control in
managing the documentation and data in
the Institute’s master bibliographic file.
These numbers have no value for outside
reference to those entities, and they should
not be cited in other works. They will be
useful, however, in any communication with
the Institute, as well as for confirming that
similar entries in this and future bibliogra-
phies based on the master file do (or do not)
refer to the same bibliographic entity.

Author

Entries are listed alphabetically according
to the author’s standardized full name (that
of the first author for works of multiple
authorship). This standardized name is
followed by dates of birth and death. For
books and pampbhlets, this is followed by a
pair of slashes and then by the author’s
name as it appears on the title page, or by a
blank for an unsigned work. Names from
title pages have been transcribed uniformly
in the nominative.

Only standardized names and vital dates
are reported for authors of periodical ar-
ticles. Some signed articles could not be
attributed to known authors; these are listed
by their transcribed signatures, usually sets
of initials only.

Unsigned books and articles of unknown
authorship are listed under “Anonymous.”

Periodical articles that are abstracts of
other works are listed under the name of the
abstractor, if that is known. Anonymous
abstracts are listed under the name of the
author of the original work.

It has been assumed that a dissertation 1s
the work of the professor (praeses), unless
the student (respondent) is known to be the
author or coauthor.
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Title

Entries for each author’s works are listed
alphabetically by title (with certain excep-
tions, as noted), omitting initial articles ex-
cept for titles in German. Title transcrip-
tions do not include author names or, in
dissertations, invocations. Omission of
these elements and others that are not part
of the essential title is indicated by ellipsis.
Titles have generally been transcribed to
their first terminal punctuation, actual or
inferred. Capital letters have not necessarily
been transcribed in upper case, except for
titles in Danish, German, and Russian. In
works with more than one title page, minor
variations in the title, including punctua-
tion, are reported in parentheses. When
known to be different, titles on alternate
title pages and half-title pages are included.

Edition

Entries for multiple editions of a work are
listed in order of edition number, if given, or
else chronologically. The question ““Edition,
1ssue, or state?” 1s a vexed one (MacPhail,
1965; 1983, p. 31). The edition statement,
transcribed from the title page, should not
be regarded as the final authority, and addi-
tional information bearing on this question
may be included in the notes at the end of
the entry.

Imprint

When the place of publication is in Latin,
the equivalent in English is appended in
parentheses. When the name of the pub-
lisher appears on the title page in adjectival
form, it is rendered in the nominative, fol-
lowed by the transcribed adjectival form in
parentheses.

Dates have been transcribed in Arabic
numerals. When dates on title pages are in
the system of the French revolutionary cal-
endar, they are reported in that form and
Gregorian calendar equivalentsareappended

in brackets (unless a Gregorian date is also
on the title page). When the actual date of
publication is known to differ from that on
the title page, the actual date is reported in
brackets.

When the dates on title pages include
month or day, these are reported. For dis-
sertations, the year of defense is given as the
date of publication; the day and month are
reported in the notes.

Notes

In addition to miscellancous additional
information and explanation, cross-refer-
ences to extracts, abstracts, translations,
and re-publications are given here. Only
extracts and abstracts that were translated
into another language have been given indi-
vidual serial numbers. References to ex-
tracts and abstracts in the language of the
original work are incorporated in the entry
for the original. For Linnaean disserta-
tions, republished in the various editions of
Amoenitates academicae and its translations,
additional information may be sought in
the Hunt Institute’s forthcoming Catalogue
of the Strandell Collection of Linnaeana.

Contents

When possible, headings and pagination of
historical contentare reported. Inferred page
numbers are italicized.

Information on non-historical contents
has been included only if the contribution
includes biographical information about the
author or if the contribution is mentioned
on the title page.

Reviews

Because contemporary criticism at least oc-
casionally supplements the content of the
works reviewed, such reviews are cited in
the entries for books and pamphlets Re-
views of periodical articles, not indexed for
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Bibliographia Huntiana, are generally not
included. Reviews are cited in chronologi-
cal order, beginning with the one with the
most precise date when more than one was
published in the same year, or alphabeti-
cally when publication dates are identical
(insofar as could be determined). Titles of
periodicals are abbreviated according to
B-P-H (Lawrence et al., 1969) or, when dif-
ferent or not included in B-P-H, according
to its forthcoming supplement. References
to additional reviews may be sought in the
bibliographies by Béhmer, Cobres, and
Miltitz (as cited under References in the
entries). The abbreviations of periodical
titles used in these three bibliographies may
be deciphered using my concordance (John-
son, 1980).
